For the first time students are now able to take a guided tour of the collected works of Sigmund Freud in order to become familar with such wide-ranging topics as: the Anna O. (Case), the Electra Complex, Rat Man (Case), Oedipus Complex, Theory of Psychoanalysis, Interpretation of Dreams, Homosexuality, Ego, Id, and Super-ego, and so-forth,  as they become exhibited within Freud‘s psychological works.  Moreover, at the conclusion of our study we  shall attempt to show, in what sense, Freud’s psychoanalytic theory extends beyond itself into other closely related areas or interdisciplinary fields of study, such as: art, religion, science, philosophy, and cultural studies, in relation to his thinking as a whole.
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
