                                         Jean-Paul Sartre:
            From Being and Nothingness to

                 Existential Psychoanalysis

(Prague Humanities Institute)
The task of this philosophy course will attempt to introduce students to the philosophy and psychology of Jean-Paul Sartre as exhibited within modern twentieth-century French existentialism. This will be accomplished by turning to Sartre’s epic and monumental work Being and Nothingness, (l‘Etre et le Neant, 1943) which contains Sartre‘s basic philosophical ideas such as: the pre-reflexive cogito, bad faith, temporality, the body, transcendence, the existence of others, the look, as well as Sartre’s concept of existential psychoanalysis. The first part of the course will focus attention upon Sartre’s philosophical project for a phenomenological ontology of Being reflected in Being and Nothingness; while, the second part of the course will attempt to focus attention upon Sartre’s contributions to the field of  phenomenological psychology as exhibited by such early works, as: (L’Imagination, 1936, La Transcendance de l’Ego, 1937,  Esquisse d’une theorie des emotions, 1939, L’Imaginaire: psychologie phenomenologique de l’imagination, 1940, ) as well as Sartre’s project for an existential psychoanalysis in his major work, Being and Nothingness, (1943).
